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Why are they ideal for fol-
ding tables?

Folding tables are ideal for
small spaces or transforma-
ble spaces, being able to fold
it to save space when we do
not use it is its main advan-
tage.

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# 4 Take care of your floors:

When we doubt whether to buy a chair
with or without wheels we should consi-
der the use that will be given to it. If it is a
chair that we will move a few times then
a fixed chair will not be a problem, but
if it is a desk chair the movement will be
inevitable since we surely have meetings
where we move our chairs or we have to
approach the computer of our table part-
ner, that’s why Here it is best to opt for a
chair with wheels and be careful here! It
is very important to evaluate our floor to
choose the indicated wheel since a hard
wheel can mark or scratch if your floors
are delicate. Keep in mind that the rubber
tread wheels are the ones that will take
care of your floors and will make you slide
easily as many times as you want and wi-
thout damaging them. Most of our wheels
protect your floors.
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# 5 By weight and size:

There are difterent types of size and different
types of resistance, a bad choice of size or a
wheel that will carry more weight than it can
bear will become a big problem, since they
will not slide easily or directly They could
break. It is very important that before buying
the wheel you have the correct information of
what weight it will have to support and what
will be the appropriate size, take into account
both the diameter and the height of the wheel
since if it is a piece of furniture that fits just
in one place and only have a few cm more, a

wheel that exceeds that measure will not be
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
